United Methodist conferences and local churches in several developing countries struggle to achieve financial security to cover just the minimum daily living requirements for their pastors. The clergy shepherding these congregations often find it challenging to assure stable futures for their families. Until now, our Church has not had a plan to provide a system of pension benefits similar to what is available in the United States.  The Central Conference Pension Initiative was created to bring relief to these faithful leaders, and The United Methodist Church has embarked on a campaign to raise $20 million to support the effort. Sunday can now count on a reliable monthly income as part of a pilot pension program in Liberia. The Central Conference Pension Initiative was created to bring relief to these faithful leaders, and a minimum of $20 million is needed to fund it.
